GROUP PREPARATION

· Include all mind maps / brainstorms. 
· What theatre practice are you using? What are the specific roles for each member?
· Explain your performance concept. What do you want the audience to understand? What do you envision as your final performance? What will it look like? How will it feel? 
· Create an Individual Action Plan:
ACTION PLAN: 

Start with an Action Plan with dates. 

0.1. All research must be ready and complete by Wednesday 29th October. Work backwards from this date.
0.2. Create an Action Plan which includes:
a. Further research on your stimulus, 
b. Further research on your role, 
c. Further research on your theatre practice in connection to your role,
d. Research on past performances, similar scripts, practitioner’s philosophies, manifestos, audience reactions to similar performances, etc.?
e. Reflection time. 
· Note: Make sure you document (pictures, videos, etc) EVERYTHING! You will be shocked how quickly you forget things. NB: Focus on the skills learned and how you have improved OR what you can make better. 
f. Exploration Time - Try something new and address how it work or did not work throughout your IP. 
· Note: When do you plan on exploring these ideas, applying research, etc. Draw up a detailed plan to experiment with skills during specific time slots.
IMPORTANT NOTE: 

1. Remember to apply your research in a performance.
2. It is still considered an Independent Project if things do not go as planned. Knowledge gained is more valuable than meeting your goals.
